Definitions

1. The Contract means the documents forming the tender and acceptance thereof and

the formal agreement executed between the competent authority on behalf of the GGSIPU
and the Contractor, together with the documents referred to therein including these
conditions, the specifications, designs, drawings and instructions issued from time to time
by the Engineer-in-Charge and all these documents taken together, shall be deemed to
form one contract and shall be complementary to one another.

AND WHEREAS to meet the purpose aforesaid both the parties have agreed to
enter into this Integrity Agreement(hereinafter referred to as “Integrity Pact” or
“Pact”), the terms and conditions of which shall also be read as integral part and
parcel of the Tender/Bid documents and Contract between the parties.
