referred to as the “Contract”.

And WHEREAS the Principal/Owner values full compliance with all relevant laws of
the land, rules, regulations, economic use of resources and of fairness/transparency in
its relation with its Bidder(s) and Contractor(s).

AND WHEREAS to meet the purpose aforesaid both the parties have agreed to enter
into this Integrity Agreement(hereinafter referred to as “Integrity Pact” or “Pact”),
the terms and conditions of which shall also be read as integral part and parcel of the
Tender/Bid documents and Contract between the parties.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of mutual covenants in this pact, the parties
hereby agree as follows and this pact witnesses as under:

The enquiry clerk shall assign the
complaints to various workers. He shall maintain the data of all the complaints received, assigned
and attended in the computer on day to day basis. A daily summery shall be prepared and
submitted to Junior Engineer-in-charge. For the purpose of maintaining the computerized record
of the complaint the contractor shall use any trusted Complaint Management Software. If the
enquiry ‘clerk fails to furnish Daily Summary of the Complaints for any day a penalty @ Rs. 200
on each occasion shall be levied.

The contractor shall issue workers diary to all workers. Complaints shall be assigned to workers
by making entries in their diaries by the enquiry clerk. Every worker after successfully attending
each complaint shall take the signature of the complainant / representative in this diary alongwith
date and time. On the basis of the entry in the diary the enquiry clerk shall update the status in the
compulter.

Various materials required to attend the complaints shall be issued to the contractor by the Junior
Engineer-in-charge on day to day basis. In order to avoid any delay in attending the complaints
some essential materials shall be issued in advance to the contractor. The contractor shall maintain
a small Almirah in the complaint cell for such essential materials issued to him. The site
supervisor deployed by the contractor shall contact the Junior Engineer-in-charge every morning
or as when and when required to collect materials again needed to attend the complaints and to
replenish the store maintained by him. The contractor shall have to maintain proper record of the
materials used in attending the complaints and the details of the same shall be furnished by the
enquiry clerk on day to day basis as part of Daily Summary. If it is found that the materials issued
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8)

to the contractor for attending the complaints has been misused in any manner the cost of the
same shall be recovered from the contractor at market rate plus ten percent of market rate. The
Engineer-in-charge shall be the final authority to decide the market rates of each such material and
his decision shall be final and binding on the contractor.

The contractor shall have to arrange all tools and plants required to carry out the work timely and
satisfactorily at his own cost. GGSIPU shall not issue any tools & plant whatsoever for this
purpose. The minimum tools and plants as under shall be provided by contractor at start of work
and shall be maintained in operational condition. In case any tool or plant is not provided, a
penalty of Rs.100/- per day per tool will be levied. In case any tool is not operational, penalty of
Rs.100/- per day per tool shall be levied. No T & P shall be issued to the contractor. All required
T&P minimum as defined in Schedule F & other T & P required as per site requirement shall have
to be arranged by the contractor at his own. Decision of Engineer-in-charge shall be final and
binding.

10) The deployment schedule/timing of staff can be changed by Engineer-in-charge from time to time
as per requirement. The agency has to follow the schedule as approved by Engineer-In-Charge.

11) In case of any absence of the particular worker for continuous 3 days or more, 3 days in a month
from the above, if no replacement provided in lieu of absentee by the contractor the recovery shall
be made for absence more than 3 days on the following rates.

a) Wireman for 8 hours duty @ Rs.200/- per day.

b) Khallasi/Helper for 8 hours duty @ Rs.200/- per day.

c) Enquiry Clerk for 8 hours duty @ Rs. 200/- per day.
In case absence exceeds 7 days in a month, the recovery rate will be three time the above rate. It is
the responsibility of the contractor to make alternative arrangement, in case, any staff proceeds on
leave/for reliever duty, on failure, the recovery shall be made on this account.

12) The contractor shall, ordinarily, not transfer the services of any worker from GGSIPU without any
genuine reason to do so. University reserves the right to seek the reasons for such transfer and
may ask the agency to restore the services.

13) The workers/staff deployed at GGSIPU by the contractor must be well behaved and polite. Any
misbehavior by any person shall be taken very seriously. Such worker, after having received from
the Engineer-in-charge direction, shall have to be removed from GGSIPU immediately by the
contractor and the alternate arrangement for the same shall have to be made by him.

14) Contractor shall issue two set of good quality uniforms each for summer and winter to all its
workmen including enquiry clerk. Each worker shall wear proper uniform having the contractor's
logo/badge on it. Such uniform / shall have to be got approved from the Engineer-in-charge. Any
worker found not wearing the approved uniform is liable to a penalty @ Rs. 50 per person per
day.
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15) The contractor shall maintain “attendance register” in support of the attendance of staff and the
same shall be got periodically checked from concerned JE-in-Charge. On termination/completion
of the contract this shall be the property of department. Contractor has to follow the electronic
biometric attendance system. The biometric machine for attendance shall be provided by
University and same shall be maintained by agency thereafter. In case the biometric machine of
University is not functioning, the agency has to arrange its own machine for digital attendance.
Nothing extra shall be paid on this account and it will deemed service includes the same.

16) After award of work the contractor shall submit the probable list of staff / workers to the officer
in charge along with following details.
(a) Passport size photo
(b) Name & address of staff
(c) Valid 1.D. proof
(d) Bank account details
(e) Police Verification of each worker.
17) The contractor shall get the antecedents of the worker proposed to be  deployed, checked from

Delhi Police. The contractor shall be fully responsible for all acts of its workmen and compensate
for the losses suffered by University or third party due to act of its workmen. Contractor shall
ensure that all its worker work with due diligence in a workman like manner and should not
indulge in illegal activities or unauthorized activities. Contractor shall be fully responsible for all
such acts of its workmen.

Compliances and other Terms and Conditions

18) The contractor shall comply with all local laws, statutory provisions like minimum wages act,
contract labour act, ESIC, EPF, GST and any other law subject to applicability. The contractor
shall pay to his workers not less than the minimum wages notified by the Government of Delhi
and revised from time to time. The contractor shall strictly abide by all labour laws applicable to
him such as Minimum Wages Act, EPF Act, ESIC Act, Payment of Bonus Act, Payment of
Gratuity Act, Contract Labour (R&A) Act and the Rules made there under etc. Any violation of
these Acts or Rules made there under shall be taken seriously and action will be taken in
accordance with agreement.

19) If any money shall, as the result of any instructions from the labour authorities or claim or
application made under any of the Labour Laws, or Regulations, be directed to be paid by
GGSIPU, such money shall be deemed to be payable by the contractor to GGSIPU within seven
days. GGSIPU shall be entitled to recover the amount from the contractor by deduction from
money due to the contractor or from the Performance Guarantee or Security Deposit.

20) The contractor is not allowed to construct any huts for its workers inside the campus. No cooking
or lodging shall be allowed in premises of the University.

21) The persons deployed at GGSIPU through outsourcing shall be employees of the Contractor and
they shall not have any claim or right on any University's post in any regard.

22) That the contractor shall obtain a license under Contract Labour (R&A) Act, 1970 and also submit
a copy of such license duly attested in the university, if applicable.
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23) During the course of contract, if any of contractor's personnel are found to be indulging in any
corrupt practices causing loss of revenue to GGSIPU, the contractee shall be entitled to terminate
the contract forthwith duly forfeiting the Performance Guarantee and Security Deposit.

24) The contractor shall take all precaution for safety of the workmen. If any accident/mishap occurs,
the department shall not be responsible for the same. Consequently any compensation payable
shall be at the contractor cost.

25) The Contractor shall arrange to open the Bank Accounts of all his employees deployed at
GGSIPU. The Salaries/remuneration to the employees shall be disbursed through ECS or by
cheque by 7th of every next month. The contractor has to submit monthly bank statement of every
worker showing wages paid for previous month.

26) The contractor shall issue Identity Cards to all workers deployed by him at GGSIPU. The workers
shall always wear their ID Cards with them while on duty. If any worker is ever found not
keeping the ID card a penalty @ Rs. 50 per person per day shall be levied.

27) The contractor shall indemnify and hold GGSIPU harmless from and against all claims, damages,
losses and expenses arising out of, or resulting from the works or services provided under this
contract.

28) The contractor shall furnish Name & Contact Number of the person, who should be contacted
during emergency. The contractor should have telephone facility round the clock for immediate
contact.

29) Firm has to quote percentage rate for maintenance charge for carrying out maintenance which
includes all overheads, uniform, tools and plant, computer, printer, software incidental expenses
or any other expenses related to execution of this work as per overall scope of contract and all
statutory obligation of bidder not reimbursable/payable by the University. The percentage rate
will be applicable on the monthly wages as per minimum wages applicable time to time and
biometric attendance and accordingly amount payable will be calculated. Any over time paid to
any worker shall not be considered for calculating maintenance charges. Minimum wages as
notified by GNCTD shall be applicable and paid to any worker shall be considered for calculating
maintenance charges. In case any firm quote maintenance charges as zero (0) or less than zero, the
bid shall be summarily rejected and shall not be considered as responsive bid for financial
evaluation/comparative.

Payment

30) The payment shall be made on monthly basis.

31) In case the release of the payment to the contractor is delayed due to any deficiency on the
part of the contractor in furnishing the requisite documents/information, still the contractor shall
ensure that the payment of wages to the employees shall be made by him for the subsequent
month/months by 7th of every next relevant month without any default. The payment of wages
shall be made in full for each month and any part payment to the employees shall not be accepted
by the institute.

32) Gratuity and paid Holiday 1.5 per month and 3 national closed holidays will be reimbursed by the
University on production of challan towards payment to the concerned officials in respect to the
services provided to the University i.e. only for the applicable period under this contract/tender.
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33) The University will reimburse the wages in conformity with the latest minimum wages notified by
Labour Department, Govt. of NCT of Delhi from time to time on the basis of biometric attendance
of manpower deployed. Presently the following are the rate of Wages notified by the Government.

34) GST will be reimbursable by the University as applicable.

35) ESIC @ 4.75% or the rates as applicable from time to time will be reimbursed by the University
on production of challan towards deposit of the requisite amount to the concerned office / in the
Bank in respect to the services provided to the University.

36) EPF @ 13% or the rates as applicable from time to time will be reimbursed by the University on
production of challan towards deposit of Provident Fund to the concerned office / in the bank in
respect to the services provided to the University.

37) All statutory amounts/benefits paid by the Agency as per Labour Act to the manpower will be
reimbursable, limited to the period of contract.

38) Any payment made by the Agency over and above these minimum wages owing to market factors
deemed to be included in the service charges quoted by the Agency in the Financial Bid. Nothing
extra shall be paid on this account.

39) The payment to the Manpower shall be under electronic Fund Transfer by the agency.

40) Rates of the manpower wages shall be revised as and when minimum wage rates and other
applicable allowances are revised by the Government. This shall be applicable from the date
revised wages become applicable as per Govt. notification. University will accordingly reimburse
the revised wages.

41) The agency shall be required to disburse wages to the manpower, latest by 7™ of every month
through ECS (Electronic Clearance Services) and raise a detailed bill (Monthly Invoice) for
amounts due to it thereafter and submit in triplicate with necessary particulars, including proof of
payment of wages. The payment against this wage bill shall be made by the University in first
phase each month.

42) Payment shall be released by the University in two phases i.e. wages in the first phase and
settlement of other components (ESI, EPF, GST deposits, premium) in the second phase. The
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reimbursement of EPF, ESI deposits, shall be made by the University only on production of
relevant challan/paper submitted by the Agency.

Following documents are to be submitted for release of payment in the first phase:-
i) Bill with list of employees
i) Attendance Sheet generated through Bio-Metric System
iii) Calculation Sheet/Salary Sheet (Details of net pay transferred)
iv) Proof of payment through Bank to each manpower through ECS, the agency will have to
attach payment transfer advice and copy of bank statement of that particular entry.
v) Fortnightly labour report.

Following documents are to be submitted for release of payment in the second phase:-
i.  Proof of tax deposited with the GST Department upto current month. (enclosing certificate of
monthly bifurcation of amount deposited in the challan.)
ii.  Proof of submission of EPF, ESIC alongwith worker wise list of contribution deposited by
agency for EPF and ESIC.
iii.  EPFO TRRN Query i.e. payment confirmation against CRN number from EPFO website.

43) Wherever any over payment comes to the notice of University the same shall be deducted by
University from any sum due or which at any time thereafter may become due to the Agency under
this tender/agreement and failing that under any other tender/agreement with university or from the
security deposit of the tenderer.

44) University reserve the right to carry out post payment audit and/or technical examination of the
final bill including all supporting vouchers, abstract etc. University further reserves the right to
enforce recovery of any overpayment wherever detected.

45) If as a result such audit and technical examination, any overpayment is discovered in respect of
any work done by the agency or alleged to have been done by the Agency under the
tender/agreement contract, it shall be recovered by University from the agency by any or all the
methods prescribed above or through a court of law as the situation warrants.

46) If any underpayment is discovered, the amount will be duly paid to the agency by the university as
and pointed out and found justified.

47) Last payment of the agency will be cleared only after ascertaining clearance of any liability
pending with the agency.
