9. Performance Security

The successful bidder will have to submit the Performance Security equivalent to the
5% of the estimated cost within 15 days of the award of Contract in shape of
FDR/BG/Bank Draft in favour of “The Registrar, GGSIP University” with a validity of 15
months from the date of award of work.

10. Agreement & Validity of Rates

Once, the work is awarded to the successful H1 bidder, it may not be transferred/sub
let to other contractor/caterer by the H1 bidder.
