OPENING OF TECHNICAL BIDS & EVALUATION:-
The details submitted by the bidders will be evaluated in the following manner:

The “initial eligibility criteria” prescribed in para 13.1 to 13.13 above in respect of experience
in similar class of works completed, financial turnover, profitability and valid registrations will
first be scrutinized.

Examination of the specification of all the items will be done by specialized specification
evaluation committee.

Even though any bidder may satisfy the above requirements, he/she would be liable to
disqualification if he/she has:-

Misleading or false representation or deliberately suppressed the information in the forms,
statements and enclosures required in the eligibility criteria document may lead to
disqualification / rejection of the Bid at any stage or even after award of work and may lead to
forfeiture of EMD/ Performance Guarantee as the case may be.

Record of poor performance such as abandoning work, not properly completing the contract, or
financial failures/weaknesses etc. may also lead to disqualification or rejection of Bid.

Earnest Money Deposit:

In case a fixed deposit receipt/ Bank Guarantee of any bank is furnished by the bidder to the
University as part of the Performance Guarantee and the Bank is unable to make payment against
the said item. The loss caused thereby shall fall on the supplier and the supplier shall forthwith
on demand furnish additional security to the University to make good the deficit.

Warranty

The bidder shall provide Comprehensive on-site warranty for a period of 60 months
including total damage protection for all items from the last date of completion/ installation
as certificate issued by the University and shall be responsible for any defects that develop in
the item. They shall also replace any defective part of the product supplied and other
accessories, without any exception and recourse, free of cost.
